13If any woman has a
husband who is an unbeliever, and he consents to
live with her, she should not divorce him. **For the
unbelieving husband is made holy because of his
wife, and the unbelieving wife is made holy because
of her husband.

your heart. “You shall teach them diligently to your
children, and shall talk of them when you sit in your
house, and when you walk by the way, and when
you lie down, and when you rise.”
