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GREATER THAN DEATH
1 CORINTHIANS 15:20-26

i The Greek term from which we get the word “gospel” means “good
news.” What constitutes the “good news”? Paul indicated that the
“gospel” he preached consisted of the death, burial, and resurrection of
Jesus, but he seemed to give greater importance to the resurrection by
spending more time talking about it (1 Corinthians 15:1-8; Acts
13:32-33). Why? Because the resurrection is the primary source of
good news since the good news is that Jesus is alive!

BECAUSE JESUS IS ALIVE, WE NO LONGER NEED TO DEATH.

1. Deathis a “enemy” since it could not contain the (Acts 2:24; Hebrews 2:12,
14-15; 1 Corinthians 15:55-56)

2. Deathisa “enemy” whose power was thwarted by the (2 Timothy 1:10;
Revelation 1:18; 1 Corinthians 15:24-25; Revelation 20:14).

BECAUSE JESUS IS ALIVE, WE NO LONGER EXIST WITHOUT

1. According to Paul’s line of reasoning in 1 Corinthians 15, without the resurrection faith is “ " (1
Corinthians 15:17), sins remain (1 Corinthians 15:17), the deceased have
“ ” (1 Corinthians 15:18), and Christians are (1 Corinthians 15:19).

2. Hope is a characteristic that distinguishes from (Ephesians 2:11-12; 1 Peter
1:3).

3. The world describes hope as something for which you while the Bible describes hope as
something in which you are (Hebrews 6:19; Titus 1:2).
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
